Gael Newton will discuss Murray’s life as photographer;  from his bohemian years at ‘Merioola’ in Sydney to the ‘bright lights of Pall Mall’.   Murray carried with him to London a passion for the arts.  His style was informed by his interest in cinematographers such as Jean Renoir, George Mêliès and René Clair.  Gael will place the photography of Alec Murray within an Australian and European context and compare his work with English photographers such as Cecil Beaton and H. Walter Barnett and the Australian contingents such as Axel Poignant, David Moore, and Athol Shmith.
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
