This exhibition captures the creative spirit and artistic imagination of Paris.

It is a celebration of the cultural exchange between France and Australia.

THE EXHIBITION 

This exciting S.H. Ervin Gallery initiative, comprises work by selected Australian 

artists who experienced the allure of Paris during their time as artists-in-residence 

at the Cite Internationale des Arts, Paris.

THE RESIDENCIES

The Cité complex, picturesquely situated overlooking the Seine in the Marais

district of Paris, houses over three hundred artist ateliers. There are several studios 

available for Australian visual artists, writers, musicians and designers which are administered by bodies such as the Art Gallery of New South Wales, Australia 

Council for the Arts, Power Institute (University of Sydney), College of Fine Arts (University of New South Wales) and the University of Tasmania.  These studio 

residencies promote and encourage Australian artists through the provision of accommodation in Paris and the proximity to European art collections.

THE WORK

The exhibition encompasses work from 1960s, when the first residency was 

established by the Power Institute, to the present.  There will be sculpture, painting,

works on paper, prints, artists’ book and photographs. The works of 60 artists will 

be presented from the more than 300 artists who have been granted the opportunity 

of the Cite experience.

THE HIGHLIGHTS

Well-known painters Wendy Sharpe, Kevin Connor, Brent Harris and Arthur Wicks,

and sculptors Ken Unsworth and Bronwyn Oliver will be represented in the show.
